NOTE: The DiamondBack Truck Cover must be installedprior to the Ladder Rack.
1. Start with both the cab and tailgate panel of ineec open.

NOTE: The thickness of the ladder rack base plateslevate the cover panels when the cover is closéulsome cases, this
height difference creates a gap in the cover’s wdarstrip and may allow water to seep into the bed.

2. To avoid water from entering the bed from underlthseplate, and to make up the difference in héigtween the bedrail and
the baseplate, weatherstrip must be installed enajh of the bed rails prior to mounting the laddak base plates.

3. Clean the tops of the bed rails thoroughly withlyinly alcohol, and dry with a lint free cloth.

4. Use the 14section of weatherstrip to make a continuous gaskéhe top of the bed rail from the front edgehef center panel

on the passenger side.

Use the two 4sections of weatherstrip to seal from the reaesdd the center panel to the tailgate.

NOTE: The weatherstrip adhesive is pressure sensit. Press firmly along its entire length to ensurgroper adhesion to
the bed rails. Avoid stretching the weather strip a it is applied.

There are (2) wide base plates and (2) narrow plases. Because the majority of late model trucssehwider bed rails near the
cab, the wide base plates are to be mounted neaath and the narrow plates are to be mountedineaailgate.

NOTE: To ensure proper clearance between the DiamalBack Cover panels and the vertical posts of the daler rack, the
steel base plates must be as far towards the corseof the bed as possible.

Place a wide base plate on the bed rail near thhéozatop of the weatherstrip). With the bolt flertight against the inside of the
bed rail, slide the entire base plate as far towledccab as possible. Temporarily secure the Hase o the bed rail using a c-
clamp.

It may be necessary to hold tension on the base atayou tighten the stake nut bolt.

Tighten the stake nut bolt completely using a 3/dBve hex wrench.

Each base plate must be secured to the top of the bedrail using the “stake
nut” provided as well as two 5/16"x1” carriage bolts placed as far to the
outside edges of the baseplate as possiblach base plate must also be

NOTE: Before drilling each hole, check the undersid of the bed rail to ensure that you will have aces to hold a nut with
a wrench. Adjust the locations of your bolts if neessary.

Next, place a 5/7%1” bolt into each hole. Use a zinc flat washer amthe lock nut to secure each bolt.

Repeat steps 6-15 for the remaining three basesliibte that the tailgate base plates should bi#igoeed as close to the
tailgate as possible.

Place a pipe socket on each of the four uprights.

Install the front and rear horizontal cross barslimling them through the pipe sockets.

Tighten the bottom setscrew on each of the pipketedo secure the position of the socket on thights.

Close and lock the cover. Note that the verticaiifpan and length of the cover locking rods may nmed to be adjusted to fit
under the base plates.

Stand behind the truck and visually inspect th& taensure that the crossbars are centered, amub8is are vertical. Adjust as
necessary using the socket set screws.
