Read Before Proceeding

Important hauling information:

1. Load Capacity: Do not exceed the smaller oR&0 Ib evenly distributed loador the vehicle
manufacturés specified load capacity. Distributed load means that the load should not be ctedemta
small area. Never place a load more tB8@ Ibson top of the cover.

2. ANY loadWILL increase your vehicle’s center of gravity, &tLL significantly hinder your vehicle
ability to maneuver, stop, and turn. Avoid sharp turns and excessive speeds as thisaidkitioese risks.

3. Securing top loads Failure to properly secure cargo, or hauling inappropriate cargo, may resopantpr
damage, personal injury, or death.

4. DO NOT operate cover if roll pin has sheared. Panels may slide apart and cause idpmage to the
vehicle. See page 5 “Troubleshooting” section for roll pin replacement.

5. Locking rod brackets and locking rod set-screws may become loose due to regaditabration. Check
and tighten thesevery time you haul with the cover.
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Cover Installation

Positioning of Panels

1. First remove the two cargo hooks closest to tHgetd from the inside of the Ranger bed. Do thisdsgoving the nut from the

underside of the bed. Retain the bolts and hardastbese will be used

later to install the cover.

2. Next, insert the turnbuckles through the hole mrsar of the receivers as showrrigure 1.

Slide the mounting arms into the receivers on tideuside of the stationary panel agigure 1. Note that the strikers and ball

stud brackets of each mounting arm should be faowgrd.

4. Next, place the stationary panel with mounting aamd turnbuckles
installed on the Ranger bed.

5. Align the front of the stationary panel with therit of the bulkhead and
center the panel on the width of the bed.

6. Align the mounting arm flanges with the factory lmalts and insert the
bolts through the flanges and into the bed floor.

7. Attach the turnbuckles to the factory cargo hoakd tighten only
slightly to allow for final alignment of the cover.

8. To attach the tailgate panel, hold the panel witlyés facing down, and

perpendicular to the stationary panel. Align thegleis of the tailgate panel with those of the statip panel, and slide the tailgate
panel into position. Make sure to align the rofl pf the male hinge with tHeslot’ of the female half of the hing&igure 2).
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9. Once the hinges are fully mated together, holddbk in the“ operi position, and close the panel slowly. You may nteeslide
the cover forward or back to properly close overttilgate.

DO NOT close the panel until the hinges are fully matedt o avoid shearing the roll pin.
If rolled pin is damaged during installation, DON___ OT USE COVER, refer to page 5 “Troubleshooting” for
replacement instructions.

10. Center the cover left to right on the bed and nsake the tailgate flange overlaps the tailgate lpwehile compressing the
tailgate flange weather strip.

11. Once the cover is properly aligned, tighten thatuckles and bed bolts. Be careful to not overtéiglithe turnbuckles as this
may damage the factory cargo hooks. Tighten onty ilne weather-strip of the stationary panel isrhughly compressed.

Attaching Gas Springs
Always support an open cover panel while installing or removing gas springs.
To prolong spring life, each gas spring mudbe oriented so that the exposed metal
stem of the gas spring is facing down (Figure 3).

1. Attach one end of each of the gas springs to tHestual located on the mounting arm by pushingdpen end of the gas spring
onto the ball stud Higure 3).

2. The unattached end of the spring has a quick releas that permits easy installation and removihch the spring to the ball
stud bracket on the underside of the panel by pgstie open end of the gas spring onto the ball stu

3. Toremove the gas springs, open the key as showigume 4-5and pull the spring from the ball stud. On theeotbnd of the
spring, pry up gently on the metal spring clip watemall, flat object (screwdriver or key) whilelljmg the gas spring from the
ball stud.

Lock Rod Adjustment

Locking rod lengths can be adjusted by using amalirench to loosen the set-screw on the rod Imkafggure 6).

Adjust the rod lengths so that the tip of the loo#ts clear the striker brackets when the handletise “open” position.

Rod guide bracket location can be adjusted usiiid. &’ socket Figure 7). Adjust the rod guide bracket so that the rod paks
under the striker brackets when the cover is irctbsed position.

4. Be sure that all weather strip is compressed whileadjust the rods to the proper height.

5. When the rods are in the proper position, tightenrtuts to 10 ft.-Ibs on the rod guide brackeeiuge rod placement.

NOTE: New hinges, springs, and weather strip may iitially be tight or difficult to compress. Adjust all locking rods so that all
weather strip is compressed. The weather strip willwear in” over time.

Locking rod brackets, and set-screws may become loose due to
regular road vibration. Check and tighten _everytime you haul with your cover.

L ocking the cover

1. Hold the lock in the open position, close the pamal turn the T handle into the locking positioheTock is now closed, but not
locked.
2. To lock the panel, use the key to turn the keyntidr. The panel is now closed and locked.

Never drive without properly securing panel.

Panel must be key-lockedbefore vehicle is placed in motion.

Unlocked panels magpen during transportation resulting in personal injury, death,
damage to the cover, and loss of cargo.

Removmg the cover

First remove the gas springs from the tailgateeh Make sure you are supporting the panel asgmmove the gas spring, as it
will fall when the springs are removed.

2. Tilt the panel back toward the cab of the vehiahtil the panel is perpendicular to the cent@epand the roll pin of the male
hinge aligns with the slot in the knuckle of thentde half of the hinge.

3. Making sure both sides of the panel are supgpsiale the panel off of the hinges.

4. To remove the center panel, simply removebtrekbolts and turnbuckles.

Trouble Shooting

1. Problem: Roll pin has sheared off.

Solution: DO NOT operate cover if roll pins have sheared. Panels malide apart and cause injury or damage to the
vehicle. Under normal operation, the roll pin holds the féertange leaf in place. If the panel is to be reeshthe panel must be
tilted to approximately 90 degrees for the roll fimass through the slotted female leaf. At gretti@n or less than 90 degrees,
the roll pin will hold the panels together. If thanels are closed before the hinges are fully mabedemale hinge will shear the
pin. The roll pin is designed to shear off rathert bend the hinge leaf. Simply drive out the bnopertion of the roll pin with a
punch. Replacement roll pins are”M&/2" and are included in the cover package. They arakdily available at any
hardware store. Push the new roll pin into the éipiop using a pair of pliers.

3. Securing top loads Failure to properly secure cargo, or hauling prapriate cargo, may result in property damagesqreal
injury, or death.

4. When hauling cargo on top of the DiamondBack CoaBvays use secure ratchet straps. Do not use buimgds to secure gear.
5. Always make sure cargo is supporteaiindirections.

6. Always make sure ratchet straps, or other tie dmeohanisms, are sufficiently tight. Loose stragsnasult in cargo movemery
and possible damage or loss of goods, or injury.

Diamondback Automotive Accessories, Inc. hereby warrants that our products will be without structural and manufacturing
defects for a period of (3) years following the original retail purchase. This (3) year warranty covers only the structural
components and does not include any parts or materials used in the workings of the cover. This warranty does not apply if
structural damage is caused by over-loading the cover beyond either the load capacity specified by DiamondBack Truck
Accessories, or the load capacity of the truck with which the DiamondBack product is used.
