Important hauling information:

Load Capacity.: Do not exceed the smaller of 250 Ib evenly distributed load or the vehicle
manufacturés specified load capacity. Distributed load means that the lemaddsnot be concentrated in a
small area. Never place a load more tAa0 Ibson top of the cover.

ANY load WILL increase your vehicle’s center of gravity, adLL significantly hinder your vehicls
ability to maneuver, stop, and turn. Avoid sharp turns and excessive speeds as thisadkitioese risks.

Positioning of Panels

First remove the two cargo hooks from the insidéhefbed near the tailgate. For Teryx you must sdgsmve the two cargo
hooks near the bulkhead and the top screw fromtheasulkhead. This will expose 3 holes in theykerear the bulkhead. For
Rhino remove the bolts near the bed tilt latchaiRethe bolts and hardware as these will be uséustall the cover.

Next, clean the top of the bulkhead with rubbingplbl and dry with a lint free cloth. Apply the qlipd weather strip to the top
of the bulkhead. This will make up any differennéneight between the bulkhead and bed sides antleeagyood seal.

Use the factory hardware from step 1 to installltto& brackets in place of the tailgate side cdrgoks as shown iRigure 1.
The brackets must be positioned with the hole tdvlae top of the bed and opening of the V in thecket facing the cab of the
UTV as shown irFigure 1.

Install the slotted mounting brackets on the unidersf the stationary panel as showrigure 2 using the ¥4” carriage bolts,
nuts, and washers provided. Nuts and washershausstalled towards the inside of the cover faeas. FOR TERYX it is
important to note that the adjustment slots Thacglthe stationary panel on the front of the béghtén the nuts only slightly to
allow for final adjustment of bracket.

To attach the tailgate panel, hold the panel wittlgés facing down, and perpendicular to the statippanel. Align the hinges of
the tailgate panel with those of the stationaryghaand slide the tailgate panel into positidfiggre 3) Make sure to align the
roll pin of the male hinge with tHeslot’ of the female half of the hinge.

Once the hinges are fully mated together, holddbk in the* operi position, and close the panel slowly. Adjust cdvent to
back so that it overlaps the tailgate evenly.

Once the cover is centered on the bed and ovetttepsilgate evenly, open the cover and have soenpmss down on the
stationary panel to compress the weather strippagighten the slotted mounting brackets from iadtike bed.

Under normal operation, the roll pin holds the fetdnge leaf in place. If the panel is to be repthwthe panel must be tilted to
approximately 90 degrees for the roll pin to passugh the slotted female leaf. At greater thaless than 90 degrees, the roll
pin will hold the panels together. If the panels elosed before the hinges are fully mated, theaferhinge will shear the pin.
The roll pin is designed to shear off rather thandthe hinge leaf. Simply drive out the brokertiparof the roll pin with a
punch. Replacement roll pins are”M&/2" and are included in the cover package. They arakdily available at any
hardware store. Push the new roll pin into the &ipiop using a pair of pliers.

Attaching Gas Springs

Always support an open cover panel while installing or removing gas springs.
To prolong spring life, each gas spring mudbe oriented so that the exposed metal
stem of the gas spring is facing down (Figure 4).

1. Attach one end of each of the gas springs to thestuml located on the ball stud arm by pushingdpen end of the gas spring
onto the ball stud Higure 4).

2. The unattached end of the spring has a quick releas that permits easy installation and removihch the spring to the ball
stud bracket on the underside of the panel by pgstie open end of the gas spring onto the ball stu

3. Toremove the gas springs, open the key as showigimes 5-6and pull the spring from the ball stud. On theeotbnd of the
spring, pry up gently on the metal spring clip watemall, flat object (screwdriver or key) whilelljmg the gas spring from the
ball stud.

Lock Rod Adjustment

Locking rod lengths can be adjusted by using amallrench to loosen the set-screw on the rod liekag

3. Rod guide bracket location can be adjusted usind @’ socket. Adjust the rod guide bracket so thatrod will pass through the
lock brackets when the cover is in the closed mrsilt may be necessary to lightly grease theenods and grommets for further
ease of operation.

4. Be sure that all weather strip is compressed whaleadjust the rods to the proper height.

5. When the rods are in the proper position, tighkenrtuts to 10 ft.-Ibs on the rod guide bracketeuge rod placement.

NOTE: New hinges, springs, and weatherstrip may inially be tight or difficult to compress. Adjust all locking rods so that all

weatherstrip is compressed. The weatherstrip will wear in” over time.

Locking rod brackets, and set-screws may become loose due to
regular road vibration.

Diamondback Automotive Accessories, Inc. hereby warrants that our products will be without structural and manufacturing
defects for a period of (3) years following the original retail purchase. This (3) year warranty covers only the structural
components and does not include any parts or materials used in the workings of the cover.
